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The Marketing Roundtable has hit the new year running at full speed. JR 
DiAndrea, chairperson of the roundtable, has a group of people who are very 
creative and passionate about what they do. He has often stated that each 
member of the roundtable brings a unique perspective to the group and that he 
is honored to be able to work with them. Each of the members have worked 
very hard behind the scenes on several unique and exciting projects for 
Operation Our Town. 

· The first one was getting the bus wrap designed and placed on the Amtran 
bus. If you have not seen it, you’re missing something great! The bus 
looks awesome. 

· Next they have begun work developing a series of TV shows that will air 
on the cable-access channel. The working title of the TV show will be 
“Taking Back our Neighborhoods” and will highlight different roundtables 
and the partnerships they have forged within the community. The first one 
is being planned and should be airing within the next couple months. Each 
program will be broadcast several times each week and will run for two 
months, after which it will be replaced by a new show.   

· A year in the making, WTAJ TV has agreed to begin airing a segment 
called “Touched by Our Town”. These segments will feature various 
people and/or organizations within our community who have benefited 
from the efforts of OOT and partnering organizations. These reports will 
highlight what has been accomplished, upcoming events/projects, direct 
those in need how to get help, and encourage others to engage with OOT 
by way of financial support, volunteerism or partnership relationships. 

· The Marketing RT has arranged with Forever Broadcasting to interview 
OOT representatives on their local radio stations each month. Commercial 
announcements will be produced from recordings of these monthly 
interviews and will be broadcast as Public Service Announcements 
throughout that month. 

· The Marketing Roundtable has designed the new billboards for 2010 
which will be displayed sometime in May.  

· The Roundtable has also started to work on our 2010 Push Out The 
Pusher Campaign. New advertising material is being designed and will 
soon be ready for distribution.  

The Marketing Roundtable has been very aggressive initiating the 
development of all of these projects, the fruits of which will soon be seen by 
the entire community! Operation Our Town is very pleased for all the 
volunteers who serve on the many roundtables they have. We could not do 
what needs to be done without their support and dedication.

On March 11, Operation Our Town announced the awarding of over $230,000 in 
grants for local law enforcement programs.  This is the fourth consecutive year 
that Operation Our Town has provided substantial funding for targeted law 
enforcement and prosecution to fight illegal drugs and related crime in Blair 
County. 
 
Grant funding will be used to support the following programs: 
 

· Special Operations —Warrant squad, interdiction squad, saturation patrols, 
search warrants & tactical details, stakeout details, drug raids, and Organized 
Crime Drugs Enforcement Task Force investigations. 

 

· Blair County Assistant District Attorney —Fourth consecutive year funding 
a drug prosecutor specializing in drug cases. 

 

· Blair County Drug Task Force —Supplies, training, cell phone technology. 
 

· Hollidaysburg Police Department —Funding for a MotoShot target system to 
be used for firearms training. 

 

· Blair County Sheriff’s Department —Funding for first aid kits, vests, Ripp 
restraints, handcuffs, leg irons, flex cuffs, streamlights, and gear bags. 

 

· Williamsburg Police Department —Funding for a camera and inkless 
fingerprint unit. 

 

· Central PA Humane Society —Funding for ballistic vests and two-way radios.
