The RT held an Evening of Inspiration at
Nehemiah Project/Hope Community Church on April 22. They also hosted a
lunch ‘n learn seminar “Dealing with Mental Health Issues” on May 27. It was
very well attended. They are trying to expand into outlying areas such as
Tyrone, Roaring Spring, and Martinsburg.
